


GEORGE MONTEFIORE

George MONTEFIORE was born in England 
in 1832. Coming to Belgium in 1839, he 
became a naturalised Belgian Citizen in 1882.

Granted an engineering degree by the 
University of Liege, he foresaw among the 
very first the upheaval which the coming 
electricity would bring in the evolution of 
techniques and the need for a specific 
education and training of engineers and 
technicians in these new fields.

As early as 1883, he established, as part of the 
Mining School of Liege University, one of the 
first university-level electrotechnical schools 
in the world: the Montefiore Institute. A few 
years later, under his direction, was created 
the Association of Engineers graduated from 
the Montefiore Electrical Institute - A.I.M.

To complete his work and by a legacy, he 
enabled the creation of a Foundation whose 
aim nowadays is to award every five years a 
monetary prize to an individual in recognition 
of outstanding achievements in research and 
development in the fields of electrical science 
and engineering: electrotechnology - 
electronics - telecommunications - automatic 
control - computer science.

2010 INTERNATIONAL AWARD

NOMINATION PROCEDURE

The next George Montefiore International Prize which 
amounts to 25.000,- Euros will be awarded in 2010.

The deadline for the submission of nominations is October 1st, 
2010 at the latest.

The 2010 prize will award an outstanding contribution from 
electricity, electronics or computation science to Smart Grids 
or smart electricity networks.

Nominations from universities or technological firms will be 
equally considered by the jury.

Nominations will only be accepted if introduced by someone 
known as an expert in Smart Grids.

Nominations should include:
p a letter of nomination from the nominator;
p a resume (CV), biography and list of publications 
 of the nominee;
p a one-page statement of the reasons for nomination 
 considering the criteria above;
p letters from two independent referees familiar with the 
 nominee's career and well acquainted with his (her) work;
p a one-page proposal (by the candidate) for a scientific 
 event to be organised by AIM in the framework of 
 the award solemn ceremony.The candidate will explain 
 how he intends to play an active role in this organisation.

No self-nominations will be accepted.
The decision of the jury set up to evaluate the nominations 
submitted is irrevocable and its deliberations will be kept 
secret.
